telschöntal, and wa buried at Erbstetten on 1 April 1694.[5] The counts of Württemberg ruled 
Mittelschöntal at least from 1463,[6] and Erbstetten and Burgstall from 1453.[7] The county of 

Württemberg was raised to a duchy in 1495, and to a kingdom from 1806 to 1918.[8]
